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Intent

At Ashfield, we believe that Geography helps to provoke and answer questions about the natural and human worlds, encouraging children to develop a greater understanding of their world and their place in it. As the future generation responsible for our planet, we want our children to have a sense of respect for the world. 
Geography helps to develop a range of investigation and problem-solving skills that are transferable to other curriculum areas and which can be used to promote children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural development. We aim to give our learners strong geographical knowledge, good enquiry and questioning skills, the ability to use a range of maps, the ability to collect and analyse data and the ability to communicate information in a variety of ways.
We seek to inspire in children a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people which will remain with them for the rest of their lives; to recognise the impact they as humans have on the planet, to promote children’s interest and understanding about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, together with a deep understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes.

Implementation

Children will learn geography through topics which may have links to other subject areas.
We provide opportunities to investigate and enquire about Otley and our local area which supports children to develop an understanding of where they live and what makes our local area great.
Learners will investigate a range of places, both in Britain and abroad to help develop knowledge and understanding of the Earth’s physical and human processes and the impact humans have upon the planet

In Early Years, children will begin to investigate features of the outdoors. They will be encouraged to notice sights, sounds and smells in the outdoor environment and will talk about places and journeys. They will learn vocabulary that will enable them to describe and differentiate between different features of the places that they live and visit and also compare their local environment to that of others around the world. They will begin to learn about the weather and the changing seasons.

In KS1, children will learn to locate and name the world’s seven continents and five oceans. They will be taught about the countries and capitals of the United Kingdom and will compare and contrast places which are nearby and far away. Through outdoor learning, they will develop skills in fieldwork focusing on position, directions and simple mapping skills. They will continue to build on their knowledge of the weather and the changing seasons.

In KS2, children will find out about countries of the world, their location, major cities and physical characteristics. They will compare and contrast different biomes and climates, land use and settlements.
Children will learn about the water cycle, earthquakes and volcanoes. They will complete
and in-depth study of a region of the UK. Children will study a European country, looking at physical and human geography as well as the culture of its people. Children will learn about the Americas. They will investigate the causes and consequences of natural disasters. They will learn about lines of latitude and longitude. Children will be taught about environmental eco-systems and how human and physical activity can impact in both a positive and a negative way and different climates around the world.

Children will use maps, atlases and globes alongside ICT during their geographical investigations. Their learning will be enhanced by practising fieldwork skills in outdoor learning and visits to places where they can experience different environments, both natural and manmade.

Children’s learning will be assessed through discussion with pupils and evidence of learning in books and projects. 

Assessment will be monitored by the Geography Subject Leader.


Impact

Children will be able to describe the area where they live and describe other areas of the world. They will be able to talk about similarities and differences. 

Children will be able to explain how landscapes were formed through natural processes and human activity.

Children will be aware of and able to describe current environmental issues such as global warming.

Prior knowledge will feed into the next year group’s geographical understanding.

Children will make links between current areas of study and their previous learning.
