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Biography (1956-

Andy Goldsworthy grew up outside of Leeds. From the age of 13 he worked on farms as a labourer. He studied fine art at Bradford College of Art from 1974 to 1975 and at Preston Polytechnic (now the University of Central Lancashire). 
After leaving college, Andy lived in Yorkshire, Cumbria and Scotland. 
Andy makes sculptures with natural materials on sites in the UK and around the world. He has made th
em in forests, fields, cities, 
lakes and fields. They are known as land art.
The materials used in Goldsworthy’s art often include brightly coloured flowers, icicles, mud, pinecones, snow, stone, twings and thorns.  His art is often ephemeral (temporary) so photography plays an important part in his art. 
In 2007, Goldsworthy was commisioned to build outdoor sculptures in the grounds of the Yorkshire Sculpture Park, Wakefield.
