William Morris is one of the most influential 
designers of the 19th Century. 
His worked included wallpaper design and print, 
furniture ,
 stained glass windows, tiles and tapestries. 
His career in designing started when he decorated his own house in London. William Morris, who was also an environmental campaigner, created designs of floral patterns (patterns inspired by flowers and plants) which were repeated many times by block printing. 
What William Morris did was to make designs of floral patterns (patterns inspired by flowers and plants) that could be repeated many times by block printing techniques on large pieces of paper to make patterned wallpaper.
William Morris’s patterns are still popular today. They feature on greetings cards, bags, soft furnishings and even umbrellas!
