	Year One

	Each unit follows the below structure: 
. Listen and Appraise a different piece of music each week/step
. Explore and Create using voices and classroom instruments
. Sing and Play by revisiting a selection of nursery rhymes/songs and action songs
. Share and Perform

	Autumn One                             Hey You!

	Hey You! is written in an Old-School Hip Hop style for children to learn about the differences between pulse, rhythm and pitch and to learn how to rap and enjoy it in its original form.
As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other Old-School Hip Hop tunes.

	Autumn Two   Rhythm in the way we walk and Banana Rap

	All the learning is focused around two songs: Rhythm In The Way We Walk (Reggae style) and Banana Rap (Hip Hop style). Children will Listen & Appraise other styles of music and continue to embed the interrelated dimensions of music through games and singing.

	Spring One                         In The Groove  

	In The Groove is a song that was specially written for classroom use to teach children about different styles of music. This is a very easy song to learn and has been arranged in six different styles; Blues, Baroque, Latin, Bhangra, Folk and Funk. Each week Children will listen and learn a different style of In The Groove.In the Listen and Appraise section of this unit children will also listen to a well-known song in that week's style.

	Spring Two                      Round and Round

	This is a six-week Unit of Work that builds on previous learning. All the learning is focused around one song: Round And Round, a Bossa Nova Latin style. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked.

	Summer One                    Your Imagination

	This unit is based around a song about using your imagination.Children will be listening and appraising a range of other songs based around imagination: 
· Your Imagination by Joanna Mangona and Pete Readman
· Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious from Mary Poppins
· Pure Imagination from Willy Wonka & The Chocolate Factory soundtrack 
· Daydream Believer by The Monkees
· Rainbow Connection from The Muppet Movie
·  A Whole New World from Aladdin

	Summer Two            Reflect, Rewind and Replay

	Consolidate your learning and perform: This Unit of Work consolidates the learning that has occurred during the year. All the learning is focused around revisiting chosen nursery rhymes and/or songs, a context for the History of Music and the very beginnings of the Language of Music.
