	Year Three 

	Each unit follows the below structure: 
. Listen and Appraise a different piece of music each week/step
. Explore and Create using voices and classroom instruments
. Sing and Play by revisiting a selection of nursery rhymes/songs and action songs
. Share and Perform

	Autumn One                  Let your spirit fly

	All the learning is focused around one song: Let Your Spirit Fly. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked.

	Autumn Two                 Glockenspiel Stage One 

	This unit introduces the children to learning about the language of music through playing the glockenspiel. The learning is focused around exploring and developing playing skills through the glockenspiel.

	Spring One                  Three Little Birds

	All the learning is focused around one song: Three Little Birds. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, elements of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc.), singing and playing instruments are all linked. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other Reggae songs.

	Spring Two                      The Dragon Song

	This is a song about kindness, respect, friendship, acceptance and happiness. Children will explore music through this scheme, work collaborately and compose their own pieces based upon this theme. 

	Summer One                    Bringing Us Together

	This is a Disco song about friendship, peace, hope and unity. In this unit children will explore the power of lyrics and listen to and appraise a range of other disco songs: 
· Bringing Us Together by Joanna Mangona and Pete Readman 
· Good Times by Nile Rodgers 
· Ain’t Nobody by Chaka Khan 
· We Are Family by Sister Sledge 
· Ain’t No Stopping Us Now by McFadden and Whitehead 
·  Car Wash by Rose Royce

	Summer Two            Reflect, Rewind and Replay

	Consolidate your learning and perform: This unit of work consolidates the learning that has occurred during the year. All the learning is focused around revisiting chosen nursery rhymes and/or songs, a context for the History of Music and the very beginnings of the Language of Music.
Musical learning focus:
· Listen and Appraise Classical music
· Continue to embed the foundations of the interrelated dimensions of music using voices and instruments
· Singing
· Play instruments within the song
· Improvisation using voices and instruments
· Composition
· Share and perform the learning that has taken place
