	Autumn Two                 Classroom Jazz

	All the learning is focused around two tunes and improvising: 
· Three Note Bossa 
· Five Note Swing

	Spring One                Make me feel your love 

	All the learning is focused around one song: Make You Feel My Love. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, elements of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other Pop Ballads.

	Spring Two                The Fresh Prince of Bel Air

	the learning is focused around one song: The Fresh Prince Of Bel-Air. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the interrelated dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc.), singing and playing instruments are all linked.

	Summer One            Dancing in the street           

	All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: Dancing In The Street by Martha And The Vandellas.Children will listen and appraise a range of songs from the same genre including: 
● Dancing In The Street by Martha And The Vandellas
 ● I Can’t Help Myself (Sugar Pie Honey Bunch) sung by The Four Tops
 ● I Heard It Through The Grapevine sung by Marvin Gaye
 ● Ain’t No Mountain High Enough sung by Marvin Gaye and Tammi Terrell 
● You Are The Sunshine Of My Life sung by Stevie Wonder

	Summer Two            Reflect, Rewind and Replay

	Consolidate your learning and perform: This unit of work consolidates the learning that has occurred during the year. All the learning is focused around revisiting chosen nursery rhymes and/or songs, a context for the History of Music and the very beginnings of the Language of Music.
