	Year Six

	Each unit follows the below structure: 
· Listen and Appraise a different piece of music each week/step
· Explore and Create using voices and classroom instruments
· Sing and Play by revisiting a selection of nursery rhymes/songs and action songs
· Share and Perform

	Autumn One                        Happy

	All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: Happy, a Pop song by Pharrell Williams. The unit is an integrated approach to music where games, the dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked.

	Autumn Two                 Classroom Jazz 2 

	All the learning is focused around two tunes and improvising: 
· Bacharach Anorak 
·  Meet The Blues.

	Spring One                A New Year Carol 

	A Friday Afternoons song by Benjamin Britten. This is a six-week Unit of Work that builds on previous learning. All the learning is focused around one song from Benjamin Britten’s Friday Afternoons: A New Year Carol. Children will listen and appraise A New Year Carol and some more of Britten’s Friday Afternoons songs with their cover versions and complete musical activities. They will learn about the interrelated dimensions of music through  games and singing. 

	Spring Two                You’ve got a friend

	All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: You've Got A Friend by Carole King. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked.

	Summer One                Music and Me 

	Music and Me is the first in a series of units focusing on inspirational women working in music, and part of Brighter Sound’s pioneering gender equality initiative Both Sides Now. Throughout this series students will explore the concept of ‘identity’ – the various elements that shape us. In this unit, we start with gender, with reference to social and cultural differences. Children will be invited to try out different ways of making their own music, while exploring the work of some of the most influential women in music over the last 100 years.

	Summer Two            Reflect, Rewind and Replay

	Consolidate your learning and perform: This unit of work consolidates the learning that has occurred during the year. All the learning is focused around revisiting chosen nursery rhymes and/or songs, a context for the History of Music and the very beginnings of the Language of Music.
Musical learning focus:
· Listen and Appraise Classical music
· Continue to embed the foundations of the interrelated dimensions of music using voices and instruments
· Singing
· Play instruments within the song
· Improvisation using voices and instruments
· Composition
· Share and perform the learning that has taken place
