English

In English, we will be exploring Narrative through the book ‘Gorilla’ by Anthony Browne and start to build our skills to create our own stories.
We will practise our spellings every day and children will be tested on them every half term.

We will be reading ‘Vlad the Drac’ by Ann Jungman. As well as ‘Planet Omar: Accidental Trouble Magnet’ by Zanib Mian which is a funny comic style book that follows a boy’s life. We will also explore other books that link to our History topic of the Stone Age.

Some children may also take part in small English group work and interventions.



Maths

In Maths, we will start to embed our new Maths scheme - White Rose Maths. This term will focus on:
· Place Value: counting in hundreds, tens and ones, partitioning numbers to 1000, comparing and ordering numbers and number patterns.
· Addition and subtraction: addition and subtraction facts including up to 10, 100 and past 100, spotting patterns and connections, exchanging and inverse operations.
· Multiplication and division: multiplying and dividing by 2, 3, 4 and 8, solving word problems and arrays.
We encourage you to start to get your children to have a go at Times Tables Rock Stars to help prepare them for when we start Times tables in the Spring Term.






























Homework

Reading
Children are expected to read every day for 10 minutes and have this recorded in their reading record. Please use this time to ask your child questions about their book to develop their understanding. Please return book bags every Friday so that books can be changed and reading records checked and signed.
Times tables
In Year 3, the children are expected to do 10 minutes a day of times table practice. Copies of logins can be found in the back of your child’s Reading Record.
Spelling 
Your child will have weekly spelling checks and termly spelling tests. Spellings will be practiced daily at school. We encourage your child to practice spellings at home to help them when they are tested. If you are wanting to know specific spellings, please speak to the teacher.
