Other equipment 
Please encourage your child to bring only the things that they really need to school. We have a very small cloakroom with very little space between in each peg. This will make it easier for the children to hang their jumpers and coats up instead of letting them drop on the floor!  We strongly recommend labelling all belongings (PE items, coats and jumpers). Lost property can be reunited with its owner if there is a name in it. Labelled belongings make the staff happy as we can spend more time with the children doing the things that are really important, such as talking to them and listening to them read instead of trying to work out who owns ‘that lost jumper’.
